STANDING ORDERS FOR THE ANNUAL GENERAL MEETING
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The objective of the Standing Orders is to ensure the smooth
running of the Annual General Meeting and it is the same as the
Standing Orders adopted at similar Tamil Organisations. The
Standing orders of the Society has remained the same since 2010.
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1. That every MEMBER shall co-operate and help the Chairman conduct the proceedings in a peaceful and orderly manner.
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2. That every MEMBER shall seek the prior permission of the Chairman if he wishes to record the proceedings by any
electronic means.
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3. That every MEMBER who wishes to speak, shall stand and mention his name; and seek the prior permission of the
Chairman. All observations shall be addressed towards the Chairman only.
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4. That every MEMBER shall confine his observations to the subject under discussion and may not introduce matters
irrelevant thereto and will be allowed to speak for two (2) minutes only. It shall be out of order to use offensive and insulting
language about any Member.
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5. That every MEMBER shall, with the permission of the Chair, be allowed to speak for one (1) minute only on a point of
order; or in explanation of some material point in his speech, if he thinks it has been misunderstood.
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6. That the CHAIRMAN shall put an immediate stop to a member's speech on grounds of irrelevancy, repetition,
unbecoming language or behaviour or lack of time; and shall direct such member to discontinue his speech.
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7. That the CHAIRMAN's decision upon all questions, or orders, or sequence of events, or matters in debate shall be final
and shall not be open for discussions.
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8. That the CHAIRMAN has the authority to request a member to leave the meeting on account that he disobeys any of the
provisions of the Standing Orders or behaves in a disorderly or unbecoming manner or is up to mischief.
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
